The   focus had previously been solely on affordability but other factors were now also taken into consideration such as inward and outward migration. All tenures were now considered including those led by private developers or those forming part of government created schemes.            
She advised that it was the Spectrum Housing Association office based at Christchurch that was looking at the potential development of a small local site. The contact point was Kate Walker.
It was advised that for her to fully produce an updated Housing Needs Survey that would be lodged with the IWC as a subsidiary planning document, giving the Parish more input into local planning decisions, the cost would be between four and five thousand pounds.
