               RESOLVED:  To object in detail to the proposed application as the plans varied significantly from 

                                         those previously approved under TCP/13201/P, as follows –

The grant application states that it is the retention of an existing  planning permission (TCP/13201/P). The plans accompanying the new application (TCP/13201/T) however contain very significant differences from that originally approved, as follows –

1.The footprint of the new application is larger than the original and the height is greater.

2.The original plan shows the garage building set back from the house, which is not the case now the garage has been built. The original plans also show the wooden garage doors at the end, not the front as contained on the new application.

3. There are numerous fenestration alterations from the original application, including a number of additional windows on the first floor. The stairs are also at the other end of the property than that previously approved and the balcony is larger. These alterations conflict with paragraph 5 of the Appeal Decision which states the building would be rural in character with few other openings apart from the wooden garage doors.

4.The first floor originally approved contained a playroom, office with adjoining toilet and utility room. The first floor now contains an en–suite bedroom and a further bathroom. The accommodation as now proposed could easily be used as residential accommodation separate to the main dwelling. This again conflicts with The Appeal Decision which states that domestic use of the games room and office should be ancillary to the enjoyment of the dwelling and that use of the building for any other purpose would require planning permission.       
Should the application be approved conditions should be  applied to prevent its residential use.
