            Miss Walker, Spectrum Project Manager made a presentation detailing a draft proposal for an affordable 

            housing development of 13 homes in a 3000 square metre area off  Winford Road on the approach into the 

            village. If it were to proceed the scheme would attract government grant and homes would be allocated to 

            families with a Newchurch connection

            Members of the public had major concern that the Village did not have sufficient infrastructure to service 

            Such an increase in the number of homes, in particular with regard to the road safety of children walking to 

            school and also sewage and drainage issues. It was also advised that the recent planning approval for 

            development at Arreton was sufficient to provide for currently assessed local housing need. 

            Miss Walker advised that if there was strong local opposition to the scheme it was not likely to be taken any 

            further.Council  Chairman Councillor June Davison  suggested that the proposal for affordable housing be 

            discussed in fuller detail  at a future meeting.
